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Scope and Relevance of Ancient Indian Sciences

A one day National Conference on “Scope and Relevance of Ancient Indian
Sciences” was conducted by NIPER-Hyderabad in association with Institute of
Scientific Research on Vedas (I-SERVE) on 12" November, 2011 at NIPER —
Hyderabad campus. This conference is designed for a day with two key sessions,
Technical session — | and Technical session — Il, which comprises two and four
lectures respectively by distinguished speakers.

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The objective of this conference is to create
awareness among the students and staff of
modern science about the Ancient Indian
Sciences and to expose them to the hither-to-
neglected area of scientific knowledge, which
is fertile with a score of interdisciplinary topics
of research.

The Conference was inaugurated with lightening of
the lamp by Prof. N Satyanarayana, Registrar,
NIPER-Hyderabad, Prof. KuppaVenkata Krishna
Murty, Chairman, I-SERVE, Dr S. Sivarambabu, I-
SERVE, Dr. K.V.S.R. Murthy, Retd. Director Grade
Scientist, Former Head. Engg. Division of IICT and
Dr. A. Krishnam Raju, Convener of this event. Dr
Raju welcomed the gathering by giving a brief note
on highlights and objectives of the conference.

Prof. K.V. Krishna Murty, Chairman, I-SERVE in his welcome address
emphasized the need for study of Ancient Science and how the Britishers have taken
away our ancient scripts, stored them in the British Library. Dr. K.V.S.R. Murthy,
Retd. Director Grade Scientist, Former Head. Engg. Division of IICT shared his
views on this event. Prof. N. Satyanarayana, Chief of the session has addressed the
gathering about the importance and significance of such Conferences and how they are
beneficial to the students and faculty for their career. He has also explained about the
activities carried out by NIPER-Hyderabad and the few of the proposed plans for
NIPER-H in near future.

The first technical session of this event was started
with the lecture of Prof. K. V. Krishna Murthy,
Chairman, I-SERVE, on “Scope and Relevance
of Ancient Indian Sciences”. In his excellent and
lucid talk Prof. Murty has described that even
though the present day science is enormous and it
is declared to be dangerous because of its side
effects on the humanity, which reduce the life span.
s 4 He also said that according to many reports from
U.N.O there is an urgent necessity to find out alternative techniques of Science, which
are Eco Friendly and non hazardous. The science of such a scientific approach is seen
in Ancient Indian Scientific literature which unfortunately was neglected by the
Sanskrit scholars. He also explained the scope and relevant of these ancient literature
and also gave clues for new area of inter-disciplinary research which can lead to the
ultimate goal of Eco-Friendly alternative Science.

The second speaker of the event was Dr. A.
Gayatri  Devi, Asst. Professor, Osmania
University  College for Women, Koti,
Hyderabad. Dr. Gayatri was delivered a talk on
“Ancient Indian Chemistry”. In her inspiring
lecture she has demonstrated that the Chemistry is
one of the earliest pursuits of mankind on the
surface of the earth and it is more so in the case of
Ancient Indians and right from the Vedic period up
to the period of Nagarjuna and other ancient physicians there had been two approaches
of Chemistry one which leads to Alchemy and other which forms a part and parcel of
medicine. She was emphasized mainly on the outlines of the technical details of
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chemical preparations those of metals and alloys cosmetics, reactions of various
periods of ancient Indian which were described in Vedas. Dr. Gayatri has claimed that
our Ancient sciences were more clearer than the modern sciences which we believe are
perfect. She has explained it with few examples and also said that neither the modern
atomic theory is perfect nor the periodic table. She has suggested the young students
and researchers that, new methods with ancient procedures if adopted that will be a
Boon to Mankind and motivated the audience to put efforts to create a healthy society
for the future generation.

Technical Session — Il was started with the lecture by
Dr S. Sivarambabu, I-SERVE, on “Fundamental
Particles”. Dr Sivarambabu has explained that,
generally it is believed that the discovery and study of
the sub-atomic particles pertaining only to the most
modern period of Science. Surprisingly, prepositions
from “KANADI-VISHESHIKA” Doctrine, however, it
clearly postulates atomic structure which is similar to
modern molecular structures. In the period of Kanada it is believed to be around 3000
B.C. He also said that the studies of Rigvedic hymns from a non-traditional point of
view are indicating the present deeper knowledge on more and more sub-atomic
particles. He decoded a few hymns from Rigveda to establish the presence of
fundamental sub-atomic particles which are comparable with present quark particles.

The fourth speaker Dr K. Srinivasula Reddy, I-
SERVE has delivered an excellent talk on
“Ancient Indian Agriculture”. It is well known
that India has ever been one of the foremost areas
of the world where a scientific study on
agriculture has taken from the B.C. periods. Dr.
Reddy is described that, all these approaches were
totally natural and on many occasions they were
more advances than recently developing Green
Agricultural techniques. He explained the details of ancient Indian techniques of
maintaining soil strength, water purity, crop health, high production, natural fertilizers
and pesticides. He also emphasized that the recently propagated Technique as Green
vegetation has available more clearly and more elaboratively in Ancient Science.

achievement of Aryabhatta Varaha Mihirias, Bhaskara Charya were briefly explained
by him. He also explained the well-known 16 formulas of Bharathi Krishna Teertha

which are named as Vedic Mathematics which gives simple clues for solving many

arithmetic, algebraic and geometric problems which are useful to the students and he
also discussed numerous examples to inspire the delegates to learn mathematics with
love and enthusiasm.
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The final lecture of this Conference was delivered by
“Dr M.A.Virinchi, BAMS, MBA (NU), Chief
Monitoring Officer, I-SERVE on the “Scope -
Composite Ayurveda”. In his thought-provoking
lecture Dr. Virinchi has demonstrated the Ayurvedic
principles in Ancient Sciences and how it is useful to
the mankind in modern society if properly applied with
present sciences.

All the NIPER students, faculty and staff
were actively participated in the event and
expressed that it is a rare opportunity for them
to get exposed to this kind of conferences.
And they informed that the conference is very
informative, and all the areas of science are
covered in the lectures in a lucid manner. The
delegates stated that they benefited a lot not
only knowing the importance of the
knowledge on ancient sciences but also how
useful that knowledge in creating healthy society in present and forthcoming
generations.
