Nene  a former Scientist  of ICRISAT  and  the chairman of Asian Agri- History Foundation, Hyderabad, delivered an invited  talk on “Ancient  Indian Agriculture.”  Dr. Nene briefed  the agricultural techniques of Parasara 400 BC, Kasyapa 800 AD, Visiravallabha 1577 AD  and narrated a number of salient features  related to agriculture  in those periods,  which include rain falls, tools, implements, crop diseases, cattle management, seeds, soils,  golden rice, plant Ayurvedic principles, ecology, plant  protection,  etc. which are  of relevance to the present day  agriculture.
